2019 Grades 
Yesterday we announced the 2019 grades and teachers for all children, generally this process has 
gone quite smoothly.  We are addressing a couple of matters at the moment that may result in minor 
changes; in almost every instance this relates to friendships.  Changing year levels and classes is 
an opportunity for children to broaden their friendship base and we consciously encourage this.  
There are instances where we find that solid friendships sometimes do not translate to effective 
working relationships in the classroom.  We do also have to juggle competing demands where a 
teacher may suggest that two children not be in the same class because they tend to be 
codependent, but parents request that they be placed together.  We are looking to create 
harmonious and well balanced grades that result in the best learning opportunities.  We hope to 
have all the classes finalised very shortly. 
 
Summer Soiree 
Last Wednesday our budding musicians and their families filled the theatre at Sandringham 
Secondary College with much excitement, pride and melodious tones coming from the children.  
There were a number of children for whom this event was their first experience on stage, under a 
spotlight and performing in front of a large audience.  Others were quite experienced and confident 
stepping forward to showcase their musical talents.

Year 2 Totem Poles 
The indigenous inquiry theme involved Year 2s creating 
a totem pole for the front garden along Hampton Street 
where we plan to create an indigenous garden early 
next year.  They used indigenous symbols to create 
their own pattern. 

 
Grade 6 Skateboard Design 
Grade 6s recently attended an incursion involving KIL 
Productions (Keep it Legal) to learn about using a 
different media in spray painting for artistic purposes. 
The 6s enjoyed skateboarding at camp earlier in the 
camp, therefore they really enjoyed this follow-up 
opportunity to create their own design for a skateboard. 
This initially involved the children creating a stencil and 
using a variety of spray paint.  This activity certainly 
showcased their individuality.  This was also a lovely 
way to finish the year for the Grade 6s.  Some have 

displayed their boards on a wall, others have decided to attach wheels to skate! 
 
 

Grade 4s explored steam punk which involved the 
children using a variety of recycled material to create 
original machine-like constructions. They built up a 
variety of textures to create their construction, then 
they applied two coats of different brown paints with 
a final rubbing of gold to highlight the texture and 
create an aged patina.  The intention for this task 
involved a nostalgia for the past, and therefore less 
mass consumerism and production, looking forward 
optimistically to a future of more sustainable living.

It has been an exciting week so far with our Step Up session yesterday and everybody seeing 
who is where with whom for 2019!  It was a great example of nerves, excitement, anxiety, 
resilience and reflection by students during the course of the day.   
 
This Step Up session, while filled with anticipation and excitement, can also bring some anxiety 
too.  For those students who may not have got who they had hoped for,either as a teacher or for 
their friends, this can also be about building resilience too.   
 
Talking to your child about the fact that life does sometimes bring disappointment and that 
accepting those situations and having a positive mindset to making the best of it, is a massively 
important skill. By empathizing but encouraging our children to see their ódisasterô as 
disappointing and then providing support to work through it with them we build resilience, 
appreciation and perspective.   
 
By empathizing and seeing the ódisasterô with them and then intervening we are removing the 
opportunities to allow that experience and personal growth for them. 
 
Having said that it is important to inform your childôs teacher if they are not in a place where they 
are going to be successful and to see how we can support them to work through any concerns to 
ensure the best outcomes for them throughout 2019.

C  S  S  3 - CODE OF CONDUCT 
Hampton Primary School is committed to the safety and wellbeing of children and young people.  
Our school community recognises the importance of, and a responsibility for ensuring our school is a 
safe, supportive and enriching environment which respects and fosters the dignity and self-esteem of 
children and young people, and enables them to thrive in their learning and development. 
This Code of Conduct aims to protect children and reduce any opportunities for child abuse or harm 
to occur.  It also assists in understanding how to avoid or better manage risky behaviours and situa-
tions.  It is intended to complement child protection legislation, Department policy, school policies 
and procedures and professional standards, codes or ethics as these apply to staff and other per-
sonnel. 
 
All staff, contractors, volunteers and any other members of the school community involved in child 
related work are required to comply with the Code of Conduct by observing expectations for appro-
priate behaviour shown below.  The Code of Conduct applies in all school situations, including 
school camps and in the use of digital technology and social media. 
 
As staff, volunteers, contractors and any other member of the school community involved in child re-
lated work, we are individually responsible for supporting and promoting safety of children by: 
Upholding the schoolôs Statement of Commitment to Child safety at all times 

§ Treating students and families in the school community with respect both within the school en-
vironment and outside the school environment as part of normal social and community activities 

§ Listening and responding to the views and concerns of students, particularly  if they are telling 
you that they or another child has been abused or that they are worried about their safety/the 
safety of another child 

§ Ensuring that staff, volunteers, contractors and members of the school community interact with 
students within óline of sightô of others 

§ Volunteers including parents, will be required to have a Working With Children Check 
(exceptions include when parents are volunteering at events such as working bees, school car-
nivals) 

§ Promoting the cultural safety, participation and empowerment of all students , particularly stu-
dents of Aboriginal and Torres Strait Islander heritage, students of culturally and /or linguistical-
ly  diverse backgrounds and students with a disability 

§ Reporting any allegations of child abuse or other child safety concerns to a member of the 
school Leadership Team and complying with all reporting or disclosure obligations (including 
mandatory reporting) as they relate to protecting children from harm or abuse 

§ If child abuse is suspected, ensuring that the students are safe and protected from harm as 
quickly as possible 

 



As staff, volunteers, contractors and any other member of the school community involved in child 
related work, we must not: 
 
§ Ignore or disregard any concerns, suspicions or disclosures of child abuse 

§ Develop a relationship with any student that could be seen as favouritism or amount to 
ógroomingô behaviour (for example, offering gifts) 

§ Exhibit behaviours or engage in activities with students which may be interpreted as abusive  
and not justified by the educational therapeutic, or service delivery context such as smacking  
or picking up children 

§ Interact with students in enclosed spaces 

§ Ignore behaviours by other adults towards students when they appear to be overly familiar or 
inappropriate 

§ Discuss content of an intimate nature or sexual innuendo with students, except where it occurs 
relevantly in the context of parental guidance, delivering the education curriculum or a 
therapeutic setting 

§ Treat a child unfavourably because of their disability, age gender, race or ethnicity  

§ Communicate directly with a student through personal or private contact channels (including 
by social media, email, instant messaging, texting etc.) except where that communication is 
reasonable in all the circumstances, related to school work or extra-curricular activities or 
where there is a safety concern or other urgent matter  

§ Photograph or video a child  in a school environment except in accordance with school policy 
or where required for duty of care purposes 

§ In the school environment, or at other school events where students are present , consume 
alcohol contrary to the DE&T Alcohol Guidelines or take illicit drugs under any circumstances
